The war labor board referred the
strike to Witliam H. Davis, economic
stabilizer, after exbausting every re-
source toward ending the dispute.
Earlier Davis directed ecancellation
of occupational deferments for sf:rlk-
ers registered for selective service.

Leaders of the striking United

Mtuliber workers at both Goodyear
“Nand Firestone Tire and Rulber com-

panies, where 17,000 others are out,

asked for an immediate senate com-
mittee investigation of the Akron
labar situation.
“Not a single tire is being produe-
ed 1n Akron,” the lenders declared.
The WLB's unprecedented disei-
plinary action 1n suspending t_he

Goodyear strikers’ rights to shift

premiums and vacations brought no

immedjate indicaben the union
wanid bow ta the board’s Bppeals
and e¢all off the stoppage.

The board alzo directed the Fire-
stone workers, on strike since Sun-
day, to go back to their jobs. Off

their jobs for a week were 24,000

other rTubber workers because of

The 33,700 striking rubber em-
ployes accounted for the hulk of the

34,000 men and women across the

nation who stayed away from their

The government operated a Texas
conipany refinery following a strike
of 530 Nepro empioyes, while the
only strikers in Detroit were 700
AFL members at 12 lunber yards.
In Memphis, Tenn., management
and union sought to end a five-day
waikout of about 150 mechanics,
which resulted in partial curtail-
ment of Dixie Greyhound lines bus
sexyvice.

(R-8. D.) declared today the docu-
ment containg at least six flaws.
These should be corrected, he told
hiz eolleagues, before the charter is
ratified.

Although the first-term western-
er asserted some of the provisions
must be changed “for our national
safety,” he announced he wounld sup-
port the treaty becaunse he could not
face hkis soldier son *if I fail to do
what I e¢an to step the senseless,
maniacal slaughter and planned
murder of my fellow men.”

In a senate spesch, Bushficld list-
ed these as *“the jurisdictional
faults in the new treaty’:
