Washington-~(#)—Reports of
a super-service special ration
board, set up 1o supply congress.
men with tires and gasohne,
brought an official OPA state-
ment today that “this service
doesn’t give congressmen any-
thing they are not entitled {o un-
der regular procedure.”

“1t merely expedites the me-
chanical handling of their appli-
cations,” said Luther Reid, direc-
tor of rationing information.

mei’s X-card storm was in the
wind,

Eyves On Voters

Eyes unguesticnably were on the
voters back heme as the solons sil-
ently pondered yesterday's achnow-
ledgement by the office of price ad-
minstration that an unlisted and
unpublicized “congressional service”
guick-action ration board evisted to
handle gas and tire requests of sen-
ators and representatines only.

But it wasn’t news to the con-
gressmen, according to the OPA
whose spohesmen said most of the
legislators alrcady have used the
speedy special service hoard—with
the majorty granted C ration
books.

The story broke late last night
and as yet the congressmen had ht-
tle to say, but capital speculation
over the probable reaction was re-
miniscent of last June when pro-
tests from al] over the nation flood-
ed Washington 1in the wake of the
news that many legislators had
been granted the old unhmited gas
ration X-cards,

Questions Propriety

Meanwhile, R. K. Thompson, new
district OPA director, who had no
conhection with the special board,
gquestioned its propriety and con-
tinued an investigation into its pur-
poses and operation.

James D. Fitzgerald, chief elerk
of the board which seemed to spe-
cialize in telephone service, said the
only extra benefits it provided con-
gressmen were familiarity with
their problems and a central loca-
tion.

The telephone service was said to
operate through the congressional
sergeant-at-arms who supplied
members of the two houses with the
phone number, A quick call and the
legisiator's gasoline ration book us-
ually would be in the mail the same
day his application was received.

“Mistake” Leads to Revelation

Although all concerned insisted
that nobody but members of con-
gress can use the board, ironically
enough, 1t was because a legislative
employe who lives in nearby Mary-
land last October was granted—
“by mistake”—a C-card through
special service that the story got
around, said Thompson.

Being overruled by a mystery
board they had never heard of riled
the man’s Maryland board mem-
bers who had refused him more
than a B-card. And when nohody
in the OPA or the District of
Columbia would admit such & board
existed, they got plenty burned up
and started asking questions.

Delay Orders
for Soldiers'

Harvest Work

Salt Lake City—{2}—The army,
which last Tuesday said it would
permit use of troops to pick An-
zona's vital long-staple cotten crop,
postponed the necessary aulhoriza-
tion last night without explanation.

The postponement, disclosed at
the headquarters of the Ninth seri-
ice command, probably wiil mean
loss of approximately 7,500 bales of
the war-escential fiber, Earl Ma-
harg, executive secretary of the
Arizona Farm Bureau Federation,
gaid,

In Washington war manpower
commisston sources sajd they had
no knowledge of the order or of
reasons for 1f, The war department
said it had no comment beynnd the
Salt Lake City announcement which
said only:

“The morvement of troops (lo the
cotton fields) has heen postponed.”

The headquarters declined to say
whether the postponement was tem-
porary or indefinite or to give any
reason for it,

Approximately 15000 acres of
long-staple colton 1s reported deter-
forating m Anzona fields for lack
of pickers.

Washington —-(/P)— Secictary
of War Stimson said today post-
ponement of airmy plans for aol-
diers to pick cotton in Arvirona te-
sulted from indications that “what
appeared to he an emergency may
not be a sufficient emergeney

“Further imestigation,” he told
a press confetenee, “has tended to
show that 1t may not he necessary
to call on the army to help n har-
vesting the long staple cotten in
Arizona.”

Conferences are still in progress
on the mifualion, he said, and he
expects the matter to be getiled
“very zoon.”

SEES NO STATE
LABOR SHORTAGE

Madison, Wis, —(&)— William
Nagorsne, 1epresentative of the
Wisconsin State Federation of La-
hor, told the assembly welfare com-
mittee yesterday that hs orgamza-
tion does not “anticipate a labor
shoitage in Wisconsin.”

He expressed this view at a com-
mittee hearing on a bill by Assem-
blyman Sweeney (Dem-DePere) to
reduce the minimum age for wotk-
ers m dairy indusiry plants from
16 to 15 years during the war.

Manitowoc Only Eaception

“We haive proved conclusively to
the war production board that there
iz no labor shortage in Milwaukee
or in other parts of the state with
one exception,” Magorsne said.

“That cxception is in the Mani-
towoc area where industry is en-
gaged 1 shipbwilding. And  we
doubt that a shortape will occur
there. The job of constructing de-
fense plants in the state 18 nearly
done, and completion of these pro-
jects will release many more work-
ers. These probably will take care
of the Manitowoe situation”

Werk to Hard for Boys?

While he advanced this argument
as the principle reasorn for his op-
position to the bill, he added that
cheese factory and some other dairy
jobs requived a “strong back™ and
that many boys of 1% were not phy-
swally mature enough for this work.
