The Water Question:

Officials of the Milwackee com-
pany gave the aldermen the choice
of letting the firm gamble on find-
ing some iron-free water. turning {o
& less desirable river filtration sys-
tem or being left high and dry. The
municipal water and lighting com-
mission after considerable study rc-
commended that the hid be accepted
and the couneil concurred after lis-
tening io 1he Layne representatives,
Edward J. Rogers, president, and
George Galloway, field enginecr.

The main stickler has been the
absence of a guarantee that the re-
quired volume of 5,000,000 galions
of water per day will continne after
the eontract is fulfilled. The guar-
antee is stiil abgent. But Galloway
told the aldermen that it would “be
curtains for the company in Wis-
eonsin’ if the wells petered out soen
after construction, adding, “it won't
cost the eity a dime if the amount
and quality of the water is not as
called for in the contract. We take
the gamble, not you.”

Would Finish in June
Gelloway desctibed consgtruction
of the wells, equipped with separate
turbine pumps, and thought the pro-
ject could be completed about naxt
June. He said that many test wells
wouid be sunk to determine the
purest and most abundant scurce of
supply. The commissien has retain-
ed a consulting engineer to draft a
master water snpply plan and the
. state board of health will partici-
pate in the varicus tests.

Rogers axplzined that the firm
has been in business for 60 Fears
and has successful installations all
over the world. He pointed out that
the proposed system would pay for
itself through savings in present
operating costs and that fire insur-
ance rates would go down. Rogers
also declared that if something
wasn’t done saan, the city would be
without water and that the river
was not considered 5 desirable
souree of supply.

Alderman Charles V. Stark mov.
ed that the bid be accented and it
was seconded by Alderman W.
Meade Recves. A unanimous vote
was east with Aldermen H. C. Dem-
jtz and William W. Rickman being
absent.

Los Angeles—(2)-—A husky, 31-
year-old waiter was held incommuni-
cado teday after confessing, police
said, one of the most fiendish crimes
an record—the mutilation slaying of
two nude women in separate dowt-
town hotels,

Drinking wine at a nearby bar,
Otte Steve Wilson, recently medi-
cally discharged frem the navy, was
handeuffed last night by an alert
patrolman shertly after the sns-
pect’s description had heen hroad-
cast.

The first vietim was Virgle Lee
Griffin, 25, wife of a truck driver.
A hotel maid on routine cleaning
rounds found her lying disembowled
in.the closet of one room. 'The torso
had beer slit from neck to abdomen,
the right leg severed at the Lip and
knee, the right shoulder hacked
tkrongh., DBits of flesh, cut from
other parts of the body, littered the
blood-soaked carpet. A hutcher
knife with a 9inch blade lay near-
by. Razor blades were scattered on
the floor.

Police detective Lt. R. F, Mc¢Garry
quoted Wilson as saying he killad
her “because she wanted more
money."”

Detective Lt. Harry Hansen called
it “the most fiendish erime in my
19 years of experience here. It is
worse than the Winnie Ruth Judd
case.”

Mrs. Judd is serving a life sen-
tence for slaying Mrs. Agnes Le Roi
and Hedvig Samuelson, her room-
mates i Pheenix, Ariz., and send-
ing the distremibered bodies in a
trunk to Los Angeles in 1931.

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YANKS PRESS T0
WITHIN 10 MILES
OF ORMOC BASE

General MacArthor's Headquar-
ters, Uhilippines—{®P}—An Ameri-
can vise clesed tighter on General
Yamashita’s encircled Japanese on
Leyte today, pressing to within 10
miles of Ormoc on the south, 14 on
the east and about the same distance
on the north.

Advances by four American divis-
ions were small, but they came all
around the Japznese perimeter de-
fending Ormoc, their last base on
the island.

In the north, the American 24th
division applied double pressure. On
the road from Pinamapozn, the main
body of the division lunged against
enemy positions near Limon, gate-
way to the Ormoe corridor. West of
the road, another unit of the divis-
ion swung around through the lills,
virtually cut the road behind an es-
timated 2,000 Japanese front line
troops.

Three Heights Taken

To the east and north, pressure
was applied by the First cavalry
division, which overran several
enemy strong points and seized hill-
tops as it moved wesiward through
the tangled peaks. No road served
thiz division; and its forward ele-
ments prebed the roughest terrain
to find the stubborn Japanese de-
fense positionz. Mt. Mamban, a
3,830-foot peak, and Hills 4047 and
418 fell to the cavalry.

Far to the south, the veteran
Seventh division, seldom tnentioned
in recent communiques, was disclos-
ed to have advanced four miles to
the west coast town of Balogo, only
10 miles from Ormoc. Less than 30
miles now separates the 24th on the
north and the Seventh on the south,

The daily headquarters communi-
que annoutced the division had re-
pelled a” Japanese counterattack at
Balogo, killing or wounding approx-
imately half the atiackers.

Seventh Closest to Ormoc |

The Beventh today stands closer to
Ormoc itself than either of the
other advancing American units. It
was last previously reported at
Damutaan, 14 miles south ¢f Ormoc,
when it broke up a small Jepanese
landing attempt there Tuesday
night.

Roughly midway between the
Seventh and the 2ith divisions, a
third infantry unit, the 96th division,
glso advanced against Ormoe from
the east. The 96th was near Alto
peak on Leyte's backbone and ap-
proximately 14 miles from QOrmoc.
Itz route now is more or less down-
hill to the town but very rough.

The Japanese were showing no
tendency to retreat easily anywhere.
Frontline dispatches described even
the smallest American advances as
being made over piles of enemy
dead, some killed in the final infan-
fry battles, others still lyving where
they had heen killed hours or days
before in the battering American ar-
tillery barrages.

Russ Crack
Nazi Line East
Ot Budapest

Moscow—{P)—The Red Army
has cracked the German flank east
of Budapest, and is hurling its arm-
ored might throngh a breach within
12 miles of the Hungarian capital,
front dispatches gaid today. A de-
cisive battle for coniral of the in-
vasion routes io Austria appeared
imminent,

A sustained pounding by wave
after wave of Marshal Rodion Y.
Matlinovsky's assault forces forced
the enemy into a damsaging with-
drawal from more than 50 towns
and villages, including the large
railway junction of Jaszhereny, tar-
get of a four-day attack.

The German withdrawzal extended
alengy a 100-mile front from Mende,
12 miles southeast of Budapest. to
Borom and other towns 10 miles
below the mnorth Hungarian rail
junction of Miskole.

The tired and manled German
Panzer units fell back toward the
gouthern base of the Matra moun-
tzins and westward to the perimet-
er defenses of Budapest.

One Soviet column, following the
Jaszberenv-Budapest railway, pass-
ed well beyond Mende, 12 miles
from the capital, and drew the
siege line tighter against the virtu-
ally doomed city.

Other Russien formations of
tanks, csgvalry and infantry, sup-
ported by swarms of attack planes,
drove straight north in a continuna-
lion of the challenge for masiery
of the highway and railway com-
munications leading to Vienna.

The key eommunication points of
Godollo, 15 miles northeast of Buda-
pest, and Hatvan, 30 miles north-
east, appeared to be the prize ob-
jectives of the northward push. Red
Army cotuimns were barely a dozen
miles from each.

Godollo iz on one of the major rail
lings running through Budapest to
Bratislava and Vienna, while Hat-
van is at the entrance of a foethill
pass through which another rail line
runs inte central Slovakia.

The Russian war bhulletin said
Jaszbereny fell affer the Russians
began to outflank the city of the
northeast and the Germans extend-
ef themselves fo mept the threat.
Red Army  columns then  diove
straight inte the city and captured
it in fierce sireet fighling.

W0OD TAX LEVY
1S $6,300 MORE
THAN LAST YEAR

The Wood county board Wednes-
day afterncon concluded a two-dax
session by adopting a tax levy of
£607,507.91 for next wvear, an in-
crease of 36.484.23 over the 1941
firure.

It also delegated to the post-war
planning comimittee along with the
district attorney and the chairmean
of the board to investigate and com-
plete the filing of 31,500,000 in pro-
posed projects with the federal gov-
ernment “with the understanding
that the filing of such reports in
no way binds Wood county to the
expendifure of any moneys, with or
without federal uid.”

The levy is hroken down as fol-
lows: state tax, $13,203.69; state
special charges for charitable and
penal purposes, $41,296.06; county
sehool tax, £49,500; general county
tax, $303,288.16. There also is a
separate tax of 35,800 against all
of the county except Marshiield,
Nekoosa and Wisconsin Rapids for
the county school supervintendent’s
salariez and expenses.

The board voted to add $500 to
the seldiers and sailors velief fund,
Taising it to 83,100, with the inten-
tion of adding te it gradually in an-
ticipation of hcavy future demands.

The next meeting of the super-
visors was set for January 16.

Yank Forces
Invade ' Small
Mapia Islands

Levte, Thilippines — (&) — A
small force of American troops -
vaded the Mapia islands, less than
1530 miles north of western New
Guinea, yesterday in a purely pro-
tective move to knoclk out Japanose
coast watchers and warning sta-
tions.

The Yanks went ashore in the
face of light vesistance and under
cover of naval bombardment after
two days of heavy preliminary
bombings left inslaliations in flames.

A headquarters spokesman said
the primary reason for the offen-
sive far behind Gen. Douglac Mac-
Arthui’s line in the Philippines was
to protect the impertant T 3. air
base on Biak island in the Schouten
group.

Jaranese watehers on Mapia, 145
miles northwest of Riak, were able
to warn other Nipponesc islands
when the Amervican hombers were
going out on strikes.

Fragmeniary information on the
Mapia invasion did not discloze the
size of the landing force nor of the
supporting naval units.

The Mapia islands will now be
converted into a proiective nutpost
and warning station 1o guard U. 8.
installations on Biask.

Moves iﬂt_o Action

London —(.1')— The American First and Ninth armies,
paced by a 1.700-plane bombardment of German defenses
northeast of Aachen, launched a massive offensive into the

Lt. Gen. Courtney H. Hodges' First army veterans sprang
forward at 11 o'clock as 1.200 heavy bombers crashed their
bombs on the Dureneschweiler arc from four to six miles
ahead of the doughboy lines east and southeast of Aachen.

An hour and 45 minutes later the U. 8. Ninth army, whose
whereabouts had been a seeret two months, plunged into a new
assault on the German hemeland defenses near the Dutceh fron-
tier, and the entire 40(-mile aljied front from the marshyv
lowlands of Holland to the Alps of Switzerland was in motion.
This may be Gen, Dwight D, Eisenhower’s all-out winter

At least six great allied armies were on the march.

Li. Gen. William (Texas
Bill} Simpson’s Ninth army
Ignpped up at the German
Tront door after being trans-
ferved 300 miles across France,
Belgium and Holland into Ger-
many and moved across the
fines of communication of sev-
eral other armies,

Apparently it was attacking north
of the U, 8. First army’s Aachen
sector, or from the Nijmegen sector
north of the Brilish Zecond army,
where it would be in position to im-
plement the long-standing threat to
swcep  away the German north
flank.

Waited for Bombing Weather

After a week of waiting for cleat
weather, the Flying Fortresses acd
Liberators, with nearly 500 fighters,
bumped the Germans with 4,800
tons of bombs ahead of the First
army in a tactical assault similar
to that which preceded the St. Lo
breakthrough in Normandy last
July 25 and the eoffensive by Lt.
Gen. Genrge 3. Patton’s Third army
in the Metz sector eight days ago.

Fragmentation bombs fell on a
15-mile stretch of the Cologne high-
way between Eschweiler and Duren
ahead of the First army veterans
of the 5t. Lo breakthvough. Anti-
aiveratt positions, gun batteries and
other Germarn defenses were show-
eted.

Upe Mile from Maas

The British Second army plung
ed to within a mile of the Maas in
Holland and captured Horn, eonly
two miles from the German bastion
of Roermond, 34 miles west of Dus-
seldorf an the Rhine,

The First French army, which
joined the array of offensives only
Wednesday, pushed forward on a
23-rmle front on both sides of the
Doube river to a point @1 miles
southwest of Bellort in the gap just
north of Switzerland.

Gen. Patton's Third army tight-
enod its gvip on Meiz from the
north and also captured Morhange.
