Auburndale, Wis—S/Sgt, Anth-
ony Pankratz, 35, of Auburndale
who was reported missing in ac-
tion in November 1943, has now
been officially reported killed. His
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Pank-
ratz sr., received a letter from the
war department this week stating
Sergeant Pankratz had been killed
in action on November 11, 1943,
during the African campaign.
