LEAYES FROM A WAR
GORRESPONDENT'S

NOTEBOOK

BY HAL BOYLE

Heerlen, Holland, Oct. 5—(De-
layed)—(P}— A German Tfederal
officer writing in hkis journal, des-
cribed the Nazi army retreat from
Holland inte Germany as a “dis-
gusting sight” and pictured the de-
caying of a once great milifary ma-
chine.

The journal was written by a
Nazi official whose khome was in
Holland but whose office was across
the border in Aachen, Gertnany,

“He also had a list of members
of a German officers” and wives’ as-
sociation in Aachen,” said Lt. Rob-
ert Kline, Mt. Pleasant, Mich., “and
25 of the 86 memhbhers weare
widows.”

Excerpts from the journal fol-
low:

“Streets were filled wtih retreat-
ing columns, . . for a real German
it was a disgusting sight to watch
the troops pass by .. the road
from Maastrichit %o Aachen was,
jammed during the first few days
with long columns of men and all
types of wvehicles, At first there
were many small groups of strag-.
glers who had bamded tocother and:
were traveling in every sort of vehi-
ele. . . army vehicles, , , Russians
have passed, also zome Helgians.
Thev were suppozed tn build de-
fensive positiens in the Netherlands
... here in Holland men  stay
away from chorch on Sunday so

Soldiers Stay Behind

“Some soldiers have staved in my
tenement drinking whisky and list-
ening to the radio. One umt of 20
men had three large radio sefs in
their car. . . Others are spending
thair time stealing chickens, dueks
and oiher thinegs., They sary thal
they have to stay beecause their
horses are too tived. This seems
strange to us as they do mot much
love their animals. They fimally
leave after we reported them 1o
officers. . . soldiers who stayed in
my tenement fold many stories of
their action against the enemy and
of their own heroism. In the mer-
ning they are arrested by an oflicer
becausa they had avoided fighting
the Americans and were shiik-
er5. .

“On my return today 1 have
found the division staff living in my
home. The general himself is to
sleep in my son's room and (he
messege center iz in the Jibrary. I
have talked to the general and he
advised me very strongly to stay in
Duteh territory and not to return
to Germany. The genexal did mnot
slay, however, but moved away this
night. When he left he again afi-
vised we to keep my family in
Holland and to await developments.
