Mrs. Franca? Stevens Hall, 1'.',, ac-
quitted of murder in the slaying of
her clergyman-husband and his
choir singer-companion in the fam-
ous Hall-Mills case in 1926, died
today.

The wealthy and aristocratic
widow of the murdered rector of
the Episcopal Church of St. John
the Evangelist had lived quietly
since the acquittal of herself and
two brothers, Willie and Henry
Stevens.

The Rev. Edward Wheeler Hall
and Mrs. Elanor Mills, the church
sexton's attractive wife, were kill-
ed the night of September 14, 1922.
Their bodies were found two nights
later beneath a crabapple tree
alongside a path in an adjoining
county. The rector had been shot
through the, head. The woman had
'"•een shot three times. A single
knife stroke had nearly severed her
head.

used to bait two small fishing-
hooks, which enabled them to obtain
some more food.

Organized Prayer Meetings
On the second clay after Ricken-

backer and his companions \\ere
forced to take to the l i fe rafts—in
their anxiety to get away from
their sinking plane they had for-
gotten food and \\ater—one of the
men on his raft took out a Bible
and "we organized l i t t le prayer
meetings, evening and morning,
taking turns about reading passages
from the Bible and humbly praying
for delivery."

The flier said if he did not have
witnesses to support him, he would
hesitate to describe one experience.
"An hour after a prayer meeting,"
he said, "a seagull came in and
landed on my head. You can ima-
gine with \\hat nervousness I reach-
ed up to catch it."
Caught Two Fish

Two fish were caught on bait
which the gull's entrails provided,
he related. They were divided equal-
ly and there was no waste—"the
head, the body, the bones are de-
licious." The first water, Ricken-
backer said, came on their eighth
day on the life raft, when they ran
into a black squall, something or-
dinarily avoided, but this time
highly welcome.

Shirts, socks and handkerchiefs
were used to soak up the rainwater
and squeeze it into containers. Then
the water was rationed—"about two
sips a day—about half a jigger per
man.''

Ground-Looped On Takeoff
Rickenbacker told of taking off

from Hickam field in Hawaii. There
came the first difficulty on the ill-
fated inspection trip. A hydraulic
brake locked on the right wheel of
the plane, and he said it "looked
like we were going to take down
all the hangars."

After a ground loop, the men
left the plane and shifted baggage,
mail and all other materials to a
ship which took off several hours
later.

He described the ship as purring
along beautifully at 6:30 thf follow-

ing inorninir, three hours before it
was due to land at an island in the
Samoas.
Had Trouble With Radio

At 10:30 a. m., he said, they had
not sighted land. AU began to wor-
ry. They called for radio beam di-
rections and then found they had
difficulty with their radio. The com-
pass also was off several degrees
due to faculty adjustment.

"I thought we had overshot,"
Rickenbacker said, "because we had
more of a taihvind than the boys

geant, he said, was in the smaller
lifeboat which overturned. He went
overboard and swallowed salt wa-
ter and was very seasick. During
the night, when no one was watch-
ing, the boy drank some more salt
water.

Kickenbacker said he took the ill
youth into his life raft, and "tried
to give him the warmth of ray body
for two nights. Then on the morn-
ing of the 13th (day afloat), at
about 3 a.m., 1 heard his final
gasp. Tn spite of the fact I've taken
them out of burning race cars and
airplanes, I've never had that ex-
perience before. The next day 1
examined him carefully and asked
others to verify my decision. Then
we stripped him and lifted him
o\er gently and he disappeared.'1

Sighted Small Plane
On the 17th day afloat, he said,

they saw their first sign of life—
one small single-engined plane
about five miles away. He added:

"We waved frantically, yelled,
which meant nothing. He went by
and didn't come back, which was
heartbreaking. The next day two
planes again missed us. The next
day four morei passed us up.

"J want to emphasize that prob-
ably one of the most difficult things
in the world is to try and see that
small object (the life raft) when
breakers are operating."

He said they had no idea of
where they uere. "We were drif t-
ing southwest and we were afraid
we were heading for Japanese-own-
ed islands."

Life Rafts Separate
Then on the night of the 20th

day afloat, he said, the little group
broke up, each of the life rafts
going its own way. At that time,
he said, three of the men couldn't
have lasted another 48 hours.

"Capt. Cherry (alone in the lit-
tle boat) was found by a navy
plane. The other three 'drilled to
an uninhabited island. Late that
afternoon our boat was sighted by
two planes. One of them came
down and circled low. He waved. I
could see the smile on his face. I
waved back frantically. But the
plane left without landing.

Was Short of Gas
Rickenbacker said he later learn-'

cd that the pilot was running out
of gas and returned to his base to
replenish his fuel supply. A squall
came up, and they feaied thai the
planes could not relocate them.
"But they came through it and
found us."

The pilot landed his plane, and
taxied up to the l i f e raft. Colonel
Hans Christian Adamson, who had
suffered an injured back when
Rickenbacker's ship landed in the
water, was l i f ted into the cabin.
Rickenbacker and one other mem-
ber of the group were lashed to a
wing and the plane started taxiing
to its base. Then a torpedo boat
came up, and took the two men
from the wings of the plane. Adam-
son was too ill to be moved and the
plane continued its taxi trip back
to base o?corteH by the PT boat.

Rickrnbacker said he learned at
that base that Cherry had been
picked up, and that thp others had
been landed on an uninhabi ted is-
land and that the navy was send-
ing a doctor to bring them to the
base.
