50-nziion agreement for a world
organizatlion. Addressed to Senator
McKellar (D-Tenn), senate presi-
ding officer, Mr. Truman’s message
said:

“During the debate in the senate
upen the matter of the senate’s giv-
ing its advice or consent to the
charter of the United Nations, the
question arcse as to the methed fo
be followed in obtamming approval
of specizl agreements with the se-
curity ecouncil referred to in article
48 of the charter.

“It was stated by many senators
that this might be done in the
United States either by treaty or
by the =zpproval of a majority of
both houses of congress. It was alse
stated that the initiative in this
matter rested with the president
and that it was most important to
know before action was taken on
the charter which course was to be
pursued.

“When any such agreement or
ngreements are negotiated it will
be my purpose te ask the congress
by appropriate legislation to ap-
prove them.”

Action on legislation requires
only  a majority vote of Doth
houses.

Hamburg — (A — The Cerman
high command’s seerat plan for the
administration of England, which
called for the deportation to the
centinent of the male population be-
iween the ages of 17 and 45, now is
i British hands.

The red bound 23-page manuseript
disclosed that Adolf Hitler planned
to complete the vecupation of Eng-
land before September 9, 1540 and
the transformation of the country
and its resources into Germany’s
main war workshop.

Only 195 copies of the plan were
printed and 78 were disiributed to
high Nazi authorities and army
afficjals, The remainder were re-
served for the high command’s are-
hives, The plan was one of the most
secret documents of the high com-
mand. The copy noew in  Brilish
hands was believed to be the only
one of its kind still in existence,

Designed to prevent sabotage, the
deportation provision presumably
meant that Englishmen would have
been farmed out on the continent as
slave laborers while German work-
ers were yushed to England to keep
the war machine operating with a
minimum of interference. England
was to be divided inte districts in
charge of army cammanders who
were to have field and town units
under them.
