NAZIS DIFFER ON
WHERE TO FIEHT

Stockholm-—(#)—The allied in-
vasion of Italy wae reported today
to bave caught Adolf Hitler and
members of his general staff at
odds over the question of whether
the German army should attempt
to make a stand along the Po river
or withdraw to positiong behind the
Alps,

Against Advice of Generals
According to a Swedish observer
who cannot be identified by name
but who had just returned after a
long stay in Germany, Hitler ig in-
sisting—against the advice of his
generals—that an attempt should
be made to halt the allies at the
Po.

The Germans already have erect-
ed huge fortifications along the Po,
the traveler said, as the result of
& deal made between Hitler and
Benito Mussolini before the latter's
fall from power. This understand-
ing provided for withdrawal of axis
troops from most of Italy to the
Po river with little more then de-
laying actions against the zllies
further aouth.

Halder Heads General Staff

The German general staff, head-
ed by General Franz Halder, was
said, however, to have opposed this
plan, holding that if the allies suc-
ceeded in breaking the Po defense
wall the Germans would face a
situation similar to that which
faced Nazi forees in North Africa.
The evacuation of German troops
aerosa the Alps, staff officers were
represenited as telling Hitler, would
be almost as difficult as the at-
tempt to escape across the Mediter-
ranean from Tunisia.

{London dispatches said the Ger-
mans, apparently fearful that the
allies were planning new invasion
moves agamnst Europe, were rush-
ing to completion all possible mea-
sures for the defense of the south-
ern coast of France and other val-
nerablé spots along the Mediter-

Since invasion of France across the English channel is one
of the paramount issues of the moment, I think we must place among

the foremost of the developments an announcement in the Washington

Fvening Star. The Star’s foreign
alrairs writer, Constantine Brown,
says he learns on the highest au-
tumity that General George C.
Marshall, U. 8. chief of staff, wili
be named commander in chief of
a1y sllied invasion of the continent
frem England.

Plans Developing

This means, Brown points out,
“that preparations for operating
across the English channel ave suf-
ficiently advanced to select a lead-
er.” He emphasizes, however, that
well-informed c¢irecles say this
musn't be taken &8s meaning the in-
vasion is ready to begin within the
next few weeks,

Well, whether the invasion comes
goon or late, what we have to keep
in mind is this: When it does ar-
rive, and we have an allied army
safely ashore 1n France, it's going
to place an unescapable squeeze on
Herr Hitler, for he will be between
the Russians on the east and other
United Nations on the west.

Should the allies be able to carry
out thie most dangerous and diffi-
cult of all operations this year, the
Nazi all highest will have a very,
very unhappy Christmas.

Russiang Continue Unchecked

Fitting this announcement like &
glove ig the news of the continued
red advance against the Nazi right
wing. Soviet forces are smashing
at the gates of the big industrial
city and mining center of Stalino
which is the key position of the Ger-
mans in the rich Donets basin.

Farther north the reds have
tightened their grip on the strate-
gic Bryansk-Kiev raldway which
controls a wide sweep of territory.
Up in the Smolensk sector, along
the route where Napoleon broke his
back, the Germans have been coun-
ter-nttacking fiercely, but Moseow
teports that all thrusts have been
repulsed,

So goes the story on the eastern
front until we have a composite pie-
ture of the great Nazi army being
steadily heaten back along the en-
tire 600 miles of the German right
flank.

A Briliiant Operation

Out in the southwest Pacific cur
General MacArthur is personally
commanding a bnlliant operation
which has trapped the Japs in the
Lae-Salamaua sector of New Gui-
nea, Twenty thousand of the
enemy have been caught in a vise
which is closing to annthilate them,

This 15 a highly important action,
for New Guinea lies just off the
nrortheast coast of Australia and is
one of the Nipponese bases which
have held a great threat over the
continent.

Allved success continued in Italy,
British and Canadian forces moved
steadily inland from their forty-
mile beachhead, overrunning about
a dozen villages in yesterday’s oper-
ations, Enemy resistance was hight.

Meantime the Rote radio con-
tinues to fish for peace.

Italy has practically nmo eosl of
its own. This country has coal. So
has Great Britain. Both countries
are producing less than they need.
Will Need Help

But a conquered Italy, to get on
its feet, will have to depend on
the ailies for help.

Italy, using more thsn 15 mil-
lion tons of coal a vear before en-
tering the war, received B0 per ceot
of its supply from Germany,

It has been depending on its axis
partner ever since,

Prime Minister Churchill told
British miners in May Great Bri.
tain's coal production was 15 mil-
lion tons short of its needs,

United States coal production is
behind 1943 schedules.

Already eastern householdeps—-
the great users of anthracite~have
been told they may have, until Dec.
1, only 50 per cent of what they
used last year,

Begin Shutting Off Supply

But the shutting-off of Italy’s

coal supply from Germany has be-

.

Last week, as allied ground
forces swarmed across Messzina
strait to start the climb up Italy’s
boot, allied bombers streaked
northward to plaster Germany’s rail
link with Italy through the Alps’
Brenner pass.

Through that jugular vein of the
axis Germany had poured mot only
cozl southward but also military re-
inforcements.

It seems likely the pass-plaster-
ing will continue as the allied in-
vasion moves up the boot.

Last year the United States pro-
duced 580 million tons of bitum!n-
ous, 60 million tons of anthracite,
This year's goals are 600 million
tons of bituminous, 65 million tons
of anthracite.

Sales tax—given a surprising
amount of support in private con-
versations on capitol hill, but re-
garded politically as a bear waiting
to be taken by the tail, Organized
1abor opposes it as a burden on
small income groups and veterat
lawmakers say it hasn’t a chance. A
10 per cent federal retail sales levy
would yield about $5,600,000,000.
Little Enthusiasm

Excess profits tax for individuals
—the ways and mesana committee
ordered a study of such a tax, but
the treasury has little enthusigem
for it, due to the difficulty of ar-
riving at & formula for determining
what constitutes excessive income
because of swollen wartime earn-
ings. This tax idea appears ready
for the shelf,

Compulsory savings—the treas-
ury favors the voluntary bond pur-
chasing program, and legislation to
put savings on a compulsory bagis
now is deemed unlikely.

Individual income taxes—might
be raised,

Sentiment Against Increase

Corporation incone taxes—-con-
siderable sentiment now against
any increase in the 40 per cent
“normal™ rate.

Excise taxes—these might be
raised on such items as tobacco, al-
coholic beverages, amusements. A
possibility is a tax on soft drinks

If the job of tax framing is not
completed until spring, it is likely
that any higher rates on individual
or corporate income would not be-
come effective until 1945, since the
ways and means committee has
gone on record as opposing any re-
troactive taxes.

Two Definite Programs

Chairman George {D-Ga.} of the
senate finance committee and Sena-
tor Byrd (D-Va.), member of that
body, are the only members to come
forward with definite tax programs.
