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V_E day hreaks upon a local
gcene eonsiderably different from
that of September 3, 17139, when
itler pushed into Poland and the
world went te war. Toeday 3t is a
subdued daily life, the full weight
of wartime restrictions being felt
since the Japs hit Uncle Sam below
the helt Decemher 7, 1941, at Pearl
Harhor. The story of these war
vears s graphically told in apecial
editions of the Daily Tribune which
marked these enrth-quaking cvents.

War II Fall Short

This is nel & shging war. No
war, of course, is anything to sing
uboul. Buk Lhe influenve of every-
day happenings usually makes it-
sell felt i song more oflen Lhan
througls any other medium.

When we slated that this is not
a “singing” war, we do not reler
to the {ly-by-night tunes which
cnteh the enr nnd are drapped with-
in a few months. Tt is oyly thal
there geems tn be a dearth of soug
malerial of a Inating quality.

Mauy sougs borm, during World
wur | relained their  pepularity
througl Lhe ensuing years, Others
are revived periodically ag muslenl
comedy favorites. Aund some have
re-uppeared doring the progent war.
There is a wealth of meledy con-
toined in such songs g8 “NKeep the
Home [Fires  Burmng”  “Till We
Meel Apsain”, “Smiles”, “I’s a Long
Way to Tipperary™, and “There's a
Long Long Trail”. These sengsdid
not dic out with the signing of the
armistive. 10 you were of Lhe gen-
eralion horn jusl after the war, you
grew up with these songs as a part
‘af your natural heritage, consider-
ing thmn in the category of Ameri-
enn folk sengs springing frem an
era of which you know very lillle.
[f you were of Lhr younger gener-
atien, the songs recilled a time
with which you were familiar but
vou remembereld the meledy, not
the period when they were writlen.

Few To Make Grade

Speculatine on Lhe possible im-
mortality of songs weitlen during
the present war, on final wnalysis
there are only a few which scem
to have strenglh enuugh Lo Iesl
Melodies do not continue on 2 merg
fluke; they inust cenlain certain
elements of mosical paltern amd
Iyrienl compleleness strong envugh
to stamd up against changing times.

“White Christmas" ot present
seems Lo lead the field of songs
which have a chanee of survival,
having alrenddy come thromgh twn
war years. The “Army Air Corps”
song mny Iast throzgh mere repeti-
tion, although mnst of the fellaws
in that branch waon't agree. There
will be songs which the hoys will
bring home from the battle(ronis;
some sentimenlnl, ssme o trifls
risque others just rollicklng tunes.
There were some like this from
World war T such as "How You
Going to Keey Them Down on the

Of Old Favorities

Tarm,” and *“Mademoisulle Trom
Armenlieres.””  And a few olhers
which way Le diusted off al u vet-
eran’s comention,  There wijl be
many of these same iype soues
from Lhe baltlefronl but ouly Line
will telt whelher these will be Tte-
membered 25 years from now.

The recently famed “Lili Mur-
Iene” was ballyhooed Lo Lhe skies
hut did not take hold in the slines.
Tveryune heard about “Dirly Ger-
tie from Bizerbe,” bul Lhal loo soon
dropped  into  obscurity. On  ihe
homelront, “Proise ihe Lord and
| Pass the Ammunitian,” "Der Fuch-
rer's Face®, “Coming in On a Wing
amd 2 U'rayer”, and ather such songs
cajoyed a mercuric rise in the en-
lertninment field, only tn be forgol~
ten by all but & few. Snalches from
populer army shows, “This is the
Army,” for exnmple,.enjoyed briel
popularity berause of lheir parti-
cularly cateh rhythm, but their fu-
ture sceme donbifsl.

“God Dlesa America™

Contrary to first pullic upinion
“God Bless Ameriea" is nol a pro-
duct of this war, allthough il may
lazt for some years as sueh. It was
writlen over 25 years ago hut, due
lo gome guirk in publie fancy, nev-
«r dill vateh on until Tevived at Lhe
Ueginning of the present war.

Most of the songs from the 1817-
15 peried seem to lave lasied be-
cause they were wrillen primarily
for senfiment gnd wot for cnichy
tyrie. In additien Lhey contained an
clement ol simpiizity which wilh-
stood the wear of repetition.

War this fine has been grim—
grim not hecause lives huve been
lost for they were lost in ‘Lhe lusl
war 10. 1t is grim because this
hag been total war when counlries
no longer can depend upon Lhe pro-
lection of distance. This fact has
influenved the songs written during
Ikiz period and. the jesult has been
multitude of momentarily popu-
lar, catehy tunes, designed to com-
wemornte A eertain event at a cer-
luin time, blatant tunes, the sendi-
menta! songs, all of them written
for temporarily enjoyment. They
reflact o hureying Ameriea which
can gtop [or a few momenis, but
mual rushk on to finish the job ns
s00n a8 possible. They brealhe con-
fidence and delerminalion of a for-
ward looking peuple engnged in &
conflicl. far bigger ihan any faced
in the world before.
