Tut f he ronominate~ Talienihel,
the president probably will lose the
support of Senator MecKellar (D-

He also would disappsint some of
the conservative southern wing of
Denjocrats whe hope he recalls the
support they gave him at the Demo-
cratic National convention last year
when the CIQ was trying desperate-

member of the senale appropna-
tiona committee he voted consistent-

foe, on measures restricting the
TVA board’s authority.

Would Not Be Renamed

Beyond that, McKellar told a re-
porter that President Roosevelt had
assured him hefore Mr. Roosevelt
died that Lilienthal would not he re-
named.

Mr. Truman's appointment of
John W. Snyder, St. Louis banker
and old friend, tc be federal loan
adminisirator was received in th_e
<enate as without pohitical signi-
ficance in the hattle between the
diverpene Democratic elements,

Although the choice of Snyder was
applanded by Jesse Jones, whom
President Roosevelt ousted as com-
merce secretary in favor of Wallace,
senate left wingers dismissed it as
a2 reward to a tried and trusted
friend.

“Wa'll wait and see what he does
about Litienthal,” one of them told
& reperter, adding: “that will be the
test.”
